Mr Chair, These presentations from members of the TANSA network represent a diverse range of
experiences, approaches and perspectives. They capture the dynamism and vision of thousands of people

working all over the world to reduce gun violence and control the arms trade.

We have high hopes for a productive meeting here in New York, to move forward together in the next phase
of work and action to control the arms trade, and reduce the devastating impacts of the misuse of these

weapons.
